Thanksgiving Offering Designated for the    

Telugu Pastors Symposium in India and for 

Neighbors, Inc. Food Shelf 

Last year our Thanksgiving Offering was designated for the 

Neighbors, Inc. Food Shelf and for hurricane relief in Texas, 

Florida and Puerto Rico. We set a goal of $6000 so we could 

send $1000 to Puerto Rico and $1000 to Florida and $1000 

to Texas, and $3000 to Neighbors.  God’s generous people 

responded with a total of $10,129.  

This year the Vestry has designated the first $3000 for the 

Telugu Pastors Symposium in India, and the rest will go to 

Neighbors, Inc. Food Shelf.  If we start with a goal of $6000 

again, we would be able to send $3000 to the food shelf.  

The Bible Faith Lutheran Church of India hosts the Telugu 

Pastors Symposium every year in January. Attendance is 

usually around 300 pastors. About half of them are Lutherans 

and half are Pentecostals. A conservative estimate is that 

their congregations include more than 3,000 believers.   

The symposium is scheduled for January 14-16, 2019 in 

Guntur. Pastor Albrecht will make a presentation about the 

First Epistle of Peter. Professor Michal Valco from Slovakia 

will teach about the sacraments and how they are related to 

our faith and encountering the living Jesus.

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Small Talk 
Bridges 
 

The other day I realized something as I was driving 

from my home to Saint James. In order for me to get to 

my destination, I needed to traverse five bridges. 

There seemed to be two kinds: bridges over roads and 

bridges over wide spaces. The bridge that goes over a 

road allows me and the traffic below it to continue on 

our way without anyone slowing down and it probably 

cuts down on potential accidents. What would the 

alternative be? An intersection with a stop light/sign or a round-about? 

 

The bridges that span great chasms that are hundreds of feet in the air over 

a river are essential. There would be no other way for me to get to my 

destination in a timely manner. What would be the alternative? Going to the 

river, ditch the car, swim or boat across? Assuming that the current didn’t 

take me somewhere I didn’t want to go, would I continue on without a car? 

Would I catch a bus or hitch-hike? Would I start climbing the bluffs to get to 

the road on the other side? 

 

Bridges are for convenience and efficiency. Without them there is simply no 

other practical way to get from my point A to point B. The other thing to 

remember about bridges is that they were put in their location through great 

effort and expense. Bridges are convenient, but they are not cheap. 

 

Bridges that span over things don’t seem to be mentioned in the Bible. 

However, the people of God did find themselves at times unable to 

conveniently or efficiently cross a barrier to their point B. Each time that 

happened, God made a way. He made a way through the Red Sea and 

through the Jordan River during flood stage. When Isaiah spoke of God 

coming to His people, the prophet used the image of filling in valleys in 

order to be prepared for God’s coming (Isaiah 40:4).  

 

But our sin and rebellion created too great of a chasm for us to fill in. There 

simply was no way for us to conveniently and efficiently make a way to 

God. So God engineered one for us. He said so in Isaiah 49:11, I will turn 

all my mountains into roads, and my highways will be raised up. He 

did so through His Son, Jesus Christ, who described Himself as the Way 

(John 14:6). His cross becomes our bridge to God. It spans the chasm of 

our sin and rebellion and leads us to our point B…God Himself. It wasn’t 

efficient or convenient for God and it was quite expensive for God…it cost 

Him His only begotten Son. It was necessary for us to have a Way to Him.

Rev. Carl F. Bolle 

(1901-1991) served as the pastor of Saint James 

Lutheran Church, the site of St. Croix 

Lutheran’s first campus, from 1928 to 

1988. His desire for starting a Lutheran 

high school in the Twin Cities metro area 

came to fruition in January 1957 when 

the Rev. John Hoenecke, then of 

Bloomington Lutheran Church, presented 

a resolution to the St. Croix Conference 

of the WELS calling for the establishment of a “school 

committee.” When building challenges arose, Bolle 

offered the church and education wing of Saint James 

as the first campus in 1958, and the congregation 

generously refunded the agreed-upon rental fee and 

extended the lease until the high school moved into a 

permanent structure at 110 Crusader Avenue in 1960. 

Pastor Bolle served on the SCL Board of Regents from 

1958-1960 and again from 1971-1973. His pastoral 

leadership and support laid a firm foundation for the 

school, and his passion for ministry and Christian 

education resonated throughout his 90-year life. Bolle 

was laid to rest on May 19, 1991.

Insulin Resistance 
 

November is Diabetes Month.  Insulin resistance is not 

diabetes, but it is an indicator one may develop diabetes. 

 

Insulin is a hormone made by the pancreas. Insulin 

allows the cell to absorb glucose (a simple sugar and a 

component of carbohydrates), so that our bodies can 

produce energy. In insulin resistance, cells are not able 

to use insulin effectively. The questions of how and why 

this develops are complex and not fully understood. 

 

Facts regarding insulin resistance: 

¶ Insulin resistance does not present symptoms 

¶ Blood sugar levels with insulin resistance are 

normal 

¶ Insulin resistance is not treated, but can be an 

indicator of developing a diabetic condition. 

 

Insulin resistance increases the risk of diabetes and pre-

diabetes, and diabetes can be prevented by life-style. 

 

How to diagnose if someone has insulin resistance: 

¶ AC1 test – this measures average blood sugar 

over the previous 2-3 months. 

¶ Fasting blood glucose test – the glucose level is 

checked after not eating or drinking for 8 hours. 

¶ Random blood draws at various times of the day. 

 

 

 

Risk factors for these conditions – insulin resistance, 

pre-diabetes and diabetes: 

¶ Genetic factors (unalterable) 

¶ Obesity 

¶ Diet - avoid sweets, sodas, too much alcohol, 

processed food, potatoes and starchy 

vegetables, dairy, fried foods and low-fiber 

grains (white flour, rice, pasta and bread) 

 

Diabetes affects so many other parts of the body, 

heart, circulation, nervous system, sight, that it is 

really important and worthwhile to avoid acquiring it.  

 

As in so many diseases, lifestyle plays a major part.  

The American Heart Association says, “Lose Weight 

(or maintain a healthy weight) and Get Active.” 

 

The Lord has made us stewards of our bodies. May 

we honor His gift by caring for our bodies.

The book of Leviticus begins 

with the ritual legislation for the 

voluntary offerings. The whole 

burnt offering and the grain 

offering and the peace offering 

are listed in the order in which they were laid on the Altar of Burnt 

Offering. God did not require these offerings. God authorized His 

people to bring these offerings to gain access to Him.   
 

You did not simply drop your animal off at the Tabernacle and 

leave it up to the priests to do the rest. No, you presented your 

offering to the priests, then you pressed your hand down heavily 

on the animal’s head, then you slit the animal’s throat. While the 

priests captured the blood and splashed it against the altar, you 

had to flay the dead animal and dismember it and wash certain 

parts of it while the priest stoked the fire on the altar and then laid 

the flesh on the fire. Did you realize that the royal priesthood of all 

believers is found in Leviticus?

, we

gather in Solomonôs Porch after His Ascension?  There is no class 

on Thanksgiving. The last class, November 29
th

 will look at

pose possibilities. Others sit and listen. All are welcome.
